The Badger State Chapter Association for Medical Transcription met on Saturday, November 6, 2010, at The Monroe Clinic, Monroe, Wisconsin. 

President, Debbie Krapfl, called the meeting to order at 12:15 p.m. 

The secretary’s reports for the April 25, 2009, and July 7, 2010, meetings were read and approved.  There was no formal meeting in the fall of 2009.  In lieu of that meeting, members were asked to attend the ADHI quarterly meeting held in November in Madison, Wisconsin.  A motion was made, seconded and passed to accept these minutes.

The treasurer reported a balance of $1808.29.  A motion was made, seconded and approved to accept the treasurer’s report.

Lynne Wickerham announced that the Badger State website was bsc-ahdi.com.  This was incorrectly reported in the mailing that was distributed.  

Discussion was held regarding the 2011 WI-MN AHDI annual meeting to be held September 30 and October 1 at the Best Western in LaCrosse.  Badger State will be the host for this event.  Charlotte Hartwig announced she has received word from AHDI that unless something unexpected arises, Peter Preziosi indicated he would be able to attend this meeting.  Debbie has already received some commitments to pay for Peter’s expenses to attend this meeting, and she has no doubt that his full trip will be funded without using WI-MN AHDI funds.  Debbie, Charlotte, Heather Gadberry, Kim Wilson and Lynne are members of the planning committee, but Debbie announced that in the next few months, she would be calling for additional volunteers to help with this project.

It was announced that Laurel Smith recently passed her CMT test and was reimbursed $50 to help defray the test expense.  Susan Kufahl also recently passed her test, but there was no reimbursement from Badger State as her employer reimbursed her.  Any BSC member who is also a member of AHDI and passes the CMT or RMT test, having no other funding available is eligible for reimbursement.  Please notify Debbie and Charlotte if you pass the test.

Laurel Smith was awarded the Badger State scholarship to attend the WI-MN AHDI held in October in Red Wing, Minnesota.  Her registration was paid as well as half of her room for 2 nights.  Charlotte and Debbie had a hard time determining one winner from the entries, so a second place award was made to Kathy Kettleson who was awarded a $75 stipend.  Because of her work schedule, Laurel had to leave before the business meeting but did give a report earlier in the day of her experience at the WI-MN AHDI annual meeting.

Dues are due in April, but for new members a price of $5 will be charged with $10 due in April.  

Debbie announced she would like to have a Wisconsin advocacy event this spring.  She has done some checking and has learned that the best day of the week to meet with legislators is on Tuesday.  Since this will be a weekday event, she asked if members would be willing to take a day 

off work, and the consensus was that they would.  She will be working on planning this event and will be calling for volunteers to help with this project.  She will be extending an invitation to the Four Lakes and Southern Wisconsin chapters for this event.

With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 12:35 p.m.
