At the 2010 ADHI House of Delegates meeting, a resolution passed that supports the restriction of access to protected health information to properly credentialed individuals and actively advocates for mandatory credentialing. I hear a lot of people say they have not taken the RMT or CMT exam because their place of employment doesn’t recognize the accomplishment and does not give them any more pay.  When I took the exam, I did it for ME.  I am proud of the fact that I passed the test.  I challenge those of you who are not certified to think strongly about becoming certified.  WI-MN AHDI offers a study group.  Please look for more information about that group in this newsletter.  I’m aware that Badger State offers a scholarship for those who pass the test that do not receive funding from their employer.  They recently awarded the first CMT scholarship and had another member who passed the test but her employer paid for the test.  There will be info coming from AHDI on a new testing company that will not only allow you to take the test at a testing center but will allow you to take the test at home with a camera proctoring.  

I want to thank you for allowing me to be your representative to ACE (Annual Convention and Expo) this year in Austin, Texas.  The HOD was a lively meeting with three resolutions to discuss.  You can learn more about these resolutions from the Delegate Report.  Again, it was a great meeting with a lot of interesting speakers and a great exhibit area.  Next year ACE will be in Phoenix, but the following year (2012), it will be closer to home in Indianapolis.  Think about attending.

The HOD had a very productive time in Texas at Ace this year. First of all on Tuesday night during our meeting, we passed a resolution to make credentialing mandatory. By doing this we are viewing our profession as members taking great pride in the reports they create. While this does not mean every one has to be a CMT to work, we are taking steps in the right direction to where someday your CMT credential may be required just like a nurse is licensed to work. Also along these lines AHDI is in the process of updating the testing process for RMTs and CMTs. Hopefully by the beginning of next year AHDI will roll out the new test in which a candidate can sit for the RMT test and if their score is high enough on this part of the exam, they will then proceed to the CMT part of the test, so the candidate will now leave the test a RMT or CMT based on the results. AHDI is also switching testing providers and the new provider will allow candidates to test at their own computers in their home with a web based proctor, so this will also make becoming credentialed much easier. So if you have been putting off taking your RMT or CMT test, now is the time to start studying and take the exam. 

The HOD also voted on proceeding with the BGG plans of restructuring the organization. Two steering committees were set up to begin working on this process. One committee is the Bylaws, timeline and P&P committee and the other committee will work on initiatives. This will not change state and local chapters in any way. This is going to make governance more streamlined. We will be working on forming 6 districts, which in turn will have a member on the Board of Directors to represent all the states in the district and improve communication to our local members. The HOD will be dissolved and the Board of Directors will consist of 13 members, 7 board members and 6 district members. The initiatives committee will be meeting on Thursday at 7 p.m. central time every 2 weeks and this meeting is open to anyone interested in attending. The bylaws committee will be meeting on Tuesdays at 7 p.m. central time every other week. Their first meeting will be August 31, 2010, at 7 p.m. and will be open to anyone interested in attending.
